Duck! Rabbit! by Amy Krouse Rosenthal

Is it a duck? Is it a rabbit? Simple words and bold illustrations, challenge children with this optical illusion.
Listen to the wind: the story of Dr. Greg and three cups of tea by Greg Mortenson

Children of Korphe, Pakistan describe their world and how they worked with an American to build a school for their village. Stunning collages enhance the story.
Officer Buckle and Gloria by Peggy Rathman
The children at Napville Elementary School always ignore Officer Buckle's safety tips, until a police dog named Gloria accompanies him when he gives his safety speeches.

Red sings from treetops: A year in colors by Joyce Sidman
Expressive poems celebrate color and enliven the senses as readers follow a woman and her dog surrounded by numerous intricately costumed and stylized figures through the seasons.  (A 2010 Caldecott Honor Book.)

The twin princes by Tedd Arnold

Two chicken princes who are twins take part in a contest to determine which one will inherit the throne. 

Chapter Books

Dying to meet you:  43 Old Cemetary Road, Book 1 by Katie Klise

In this story, told mostly through letters, children's book author, I. B. Grumply, gets more than he bargained for when he rents a quiet place to write for the summer. 

Brooklyn Bridge by Karen Hesse

In 1903 Brooklyn, fourteen-year-old Joseph Michtom's life changes for the worse when his parents, Russian immigrants, invent the teddy bear and turn their apartment into a factory, while nearby the glitter of Coney Island contrasts with the dismal lives of children dwelling under the Brooklyn Bridge. 

Because of Winn-Dixie by Kate DiCamillo

Ten-year-old India Opal Buloni describes her first summer in the town of Naomi, Florida, and all the good things that happen to her because of her big ugly dog Winn-Dixie.
The evolution of Calpunia Tate by Jacqueline Kelly.

Eleven-year-old Calpurnia Virginia Tate and her curmudgeonly old grandfather bond over their interest in the evolution of the species on a Texas plantation at the turn of the last century. (A 2010 Newbery Honor Book.)
The lightning thief by Rick Riordan
Percy, expelled from six schools for being unable to control his temper, learns the truth from his mother that his father is the Greek god, Poseidon.  He is sent to Camp Half Blood where he is befriended by a  satyr and the demigod daughter of Athena who join him in a journey to the Underworld to retrieve Zeus's lightning bolt and prevent a catastrophic war.
The lion & the mouse by Jerry Pinkney

Pictures are worth thousands of words in this rendition of a classic fable, illustrated with striking watercolors. (The 2010 Caldecott Award Winner.)
The magician’s elephant by Kate DiCamillo

A fortune teller's strange prediction and a magician’s startling trick lead Peter on an extraordinary journey to find his sister in the kingdom of Baltese.

The small adventure of Popeye and Elvis by Barbara O’Connor
Popeye grabs at a chance for adventure and friendship when a boy his age named Elvis rolls into the sleepy town of Fayette.

Non-fiction Books

Babymouse: beach babe! by Jennifer Holm & Matthew Holm

Babymouse, who tries surfing and snorkeling for the first time, learns a lesson when she wishes for someone "cooler" than her little brother to play with. 
Nubs: the true story of a mutt, a marine, and a miracle by Major Brian Dennis

Chronicles the friendship between Marine Major Brian Dennis and Nubs, the leader of a pack of wild dogs in Iraq.  The two form a strong bond, but when Dennis is relocated seventy miles away and cannot bring the dog with him, Nubs travels across the freezing desert to find his human friend. 

If you decide to go to the moon by Faith McNulty

Describes what someone would need to travel to the moon, what to expect on the trip and once one arrived, and most importantly, how one returns to Earth.

Into the volcano: a graphic novel by Don Wood

While their parents are away doing research, brothers Duffy and Sumo Pugg go with their cousin, Mister Come-and-Go, to Kokalaha Island, where they meet Aunt Lulu and become trapped in an erupting volcano.

Owen & Mzee: the language of friendship by Isabella Hatkoff

When baby hippopotamus Owen is orphaned by a tsunami, he is rescued by nearby villagers and relocated to an animal sanctuary. Once there, he forms an unlikely bond with an elderly tortoise that serves as a powerful testament to friendship.

The dinosaurs of Waterhouse Hawkins by Barbara Kerley 

The true story of Victorian artist, Benjamin Waterhouse Hawkins, who built life-sized models of dinosaurs in the hope of educating the world about what these awe-inspiring ancient animals were like.
The American story: 100 true tales from American history by Jennifer Armstrong

Stories about American inventors, athletes, abolitionists, artists, and many others who helped make America what it is today.
