ADDITIONAL MATTERS:

BOARD REPORTS:  Ms. Hunter, as Chair of the Facilities Committee, commented on the Transportation Facility Capital Project which will be presented later in the meeting.  She then made reference to the heating issues at the Middle School to which Mr. Griffin reported that most problems have been rectified after receiving guidance from several consultants and contacts.  He apologized for any frustrations from parents, students and staff, but feels that we have addressed the situation and have done everything we can do.  He also stated that he is happy to report, despite the bitter cold weather we are enduring, temperatures have improved significantly.  Mr. Collins thanked everyone involved in addressing this issue over the weekend.  The Board extended appreciation to Mr. Griffin, Mr. Brooks & Mr. Whipple for all of their tireless efforts in resolving this issue.  Mr. Rogers reported that he, Mrs. Crossman-Dumas, Ms. Hunter and Mr. Griffin will be attending the legislative breakfast in Lake Placid on Friday morning.  He then informed the Board that NYSSBA is undertaking a new adventure called Student Achievement Institute which will offer a free training session for School Board Members on March 22, 2014 in Lake Placid and encouraged Board Members to attend.  The focus at this session will be implications of Common Core State Standards.
TRANSPORTATION FACILITY CAPITAL PROJECT PRESENTATION:  Dan Woodside of CSArch gave a presentation on the proposed Transportation Facility Capital Project providing a site plan and blueprints of the facility.  This plan would include the demolition of the former North Country Community College buildings, the construction of a soccer field and a softball field and renovations to the current Harision Gym.  Also included in this plan are efficiency upgrades to Franklin Academy lighting and parking and site improvements.  Mrs. Kissane asked that the major deficiencies and the dire need for a new facility be explained to those present.  Mr. Griffin touched on some of the major issues which need addressing and the necessary upgrades which need immediate attention.  Mr. Whipple then gave an overview on current estimated financial information and the estimated tax impact for homeowners which would be very minimal.  Mr. Griffin informed the Board that he will be providing a timeline for speaking engagements to the public shortly.
